Fakat tek bir koruma sistemi bizi tiim
operasyonlarda korumaz. Oncelikle her bir operasyonun gergeklesmesi icin gereken giivenli
yolu bildiginizden ve tabiki isinizi giivenli sekilde yaptigimizdan emin olmalisiniz. Suda asla
unutulmamalidir ki daire testereler diger makinelere gore daha fazla parmaginizi kesip
koparacaktir.

Giivenlik Cihazlarim1 Kontrol Edin

Daire testere calisirken kesici yiizeyi kapatan koruma var mi?-Tim siradan testerelerde
ozellikle eski tiplerde vardir. Koruma serbestce asagi-yukari hareket ediyor mu? kontrol edin.
Testerelerde mutlaka anti geri tepme mekanizmasi ve seperatorler olmalidir. Anti geri tepme
mekanizmast dogru calistyor mu ve ortam sartlart glivenli mi? kontrol edin. Seperatoriin
testere dislerini kapattigindan emin olun ayrica seperatdr sert ve saglam olmalidir, testere
bicagina paralel bir sekilde kapanmalidir, bunlar1 kontrol edin. Artik c¢alismaya
baslayabilirsiniz.

Adimlarmizi Kontrol Edin

Testere ile calisirken adimlarimizi kontrol etmelisiniz. Zeminin kaygan olmadigindan ve
zeminde takilip diismenize neden olacak malzemeler olmadigindan emin olun. Ayaklarinizi
giivenli ve konforlu bir sekilde tutun. Testere masasinin iizerinde yere diisecek malzeme
olmadigindan ve yaptigimniz isi iyi bir sekilde gorebileceginiz 1s1kli ortamin oldugundan emin
olun.

Dogru Pozisyon Alin

Iki ve daha fazla malzeme kesecekseniz pargalari tekerlekli bir sehpaya koyarak yanimiza alin
ya da rahat bir sekilde uzanabileceginiz bir yerde bulundurun. Elinizi testerenin sag ve sol
kismindan yeterli uzaklikta bulundurun ki eliniz testerenin yanlarina degmesin, aksi halde
testere bicagi sizin orada oldugunuzu bilmeyecek ve geri tepecektir. Ancak ahgabi testereye
stirerken elinizi ¢ok uzak mesafede tutmaym. Kesme islemini yaparken testerenin arkasinda
kimsenin olmadigindan emin olun. Bazi atdlyelerde ya da bazi islerde testere masasina bir
uzanti eklenerek operatdriin direkt olarak testere bicagiyla ayni hizada durmasi engellenir. Bu
sayede uzun parcalarin kesiminin daha kolay ve kontrollii olmas1 saglanir.

Geri Tepmeden Ka¢inin

Testerenin geri tepisini gormedik¢e bunun ne kadar siddetli birsey oldugunu bilemezseniz.
Testerenin disleri dakikada 10000 ile 20000 metre yol alir hizda donerler ve bu testere
tizerindeki disler size dogru calisir. Disler agaci (ahsabi) yakaladiginda sonuna kadar kesmeye
devam eder. Testerelere, dogru miidahale edilirse geri tepmezler. Eger dogru kullanirsaniz,
testerenin bigag1 dogru monte edilmis ise, bakimi yapilmis ise agaci (ahsabi), kesme yolunda
dogru bir sekilde kesecektir. Ancak ahsab1 dogru acida testereye siirmezseniz, agac¢ (ahsap)
calisan dislere ters bir sekilde yakalanacaktir. Testere kasabilir, malzemeyi yukar firlatabilir

Sayet testere
disleri keskin ise haklilar, temiz ve dogru bir kesim yaparsiniz, tabi malzemeyi diiz ve dogru
bir sekilde slirmelisiniz. Malzemeyi testerenin klavuzu boyunca diizgiin bir sekilde siiriin ve
klavuzun testere boyunca dogru sekilde durdugundan emin olun.

Testere ile kaza gegirmenin en kolay yolu testereyi seperatorsiiz kullanmaktir, 6zellikle de
taze ve sekilsiz agaclar1 (ahsaplar1) keserken. Seperatdr malzemeyi kesiciye bagladiktan
hemen sonra kapatilmalidir. Anti geri tepme mekanizmas: kullanilmalidir, bu ¢ok ¢ok
onemlidir, ¢linkii malzeme heniiz siz seperatorii kapatmadan Once testerenin ¢ekim alanina
girmis olabilir.

Ellerinizi Bicaktan Uzak Tutun

elinizi kaybetmis olmazsiniz.

Testereye Yiiklenmeyin

Testereye yiiklenmeyin, zaten iyi bir bicak, agaci (ahsabi) rahatlikla ve iyi bir sekilde
kesecektir, adeta kendi kendine malzemeyi kendi iizerine ¢eker. Eger boyle olmuyorsa, bir
seyler ters gidiyor demektir.

Kisisel Koruyucu Ekipman
Testere ile ¢alisirken gozlerinizi korumak i¢in koruyucu gozliiklerinizi takmay1 unutmayin.
Periyodik Bakim

Ne tiir testere kullanirsaniz kullanin (benzinli ya da digerleri) iyi bir periyodik bakim ¢ok
onemlidir.

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NO SINGLE SATISFACTORY GUARD

No single satisfactory guard has been developed for the ordinary wood table saw. Why?
Because so many different kinds of jobs are done on these saws. Each individual kind of
sawing job can be well guarded. But no single guard can protect us on all operations. Be sure
you know the safe way to perform each operation. And be sure to do it that way. Table saws
probably cut off more fingers than any other kind of machine.

EXAMINE THE SAFETY DEVICES

Is the guard the kind that rides on top of the work? It should be for all ordinary sawing,
particularly ripping. See that it moves up and down freely without side play. Saws should have
anti-kickback dogs and spreaders. See that the anti-kickback dogs move freely and are sharp
enough to dig into the stock if it starts to kick back. See that the spreader is close to the saw
teeth, stiff, and well secured. Check the guide (fence) to make sure it lines up parallel with the
saw blade. Then set it for the cut you want.

CHECK YOUR FOOTING

When you have a sawing job, check your footing. Be sure the floor isn't slippery and there
isn't anything for you to stumble over. Place your feet securely and comfortably. See that
there is nothing loose on the saw table to get in the way. Be sure there is enough light so you
can see what you are doing.

STAND IN THE RIGHT POSITION

If you have more than a piece or two to rip, place the stock on a hand truck or where you can
easily reach it from the saw table. Stand far enough right or left of the line of the saw blade so
that a kickback will miss you. But not so far that it's awkward to feed the wood through. Make
sure no one else gets behind the saw while you are ripping. In some shops or on some jobs, an
extension is added to the saw table, so that the operator can't stand directly in line with the saw
blade. It also permits long stock to be controlled more easily.

AVOID KICKBACK

Unless you have seen a kickback, you don't realize how vicious one can be. Those saw teeth
may be moving from 10,000 to nearly 20,000 feet per minute. The teeth at the top of the saw
blade are running toward you. If they get caught in the wood, they'll shoot it right back the
way it came.

Saws don't kick back if they are treated right. If used correctly, a properly mounted saw blade,
in good condition, will cut its way cleanly through the wood. But if you don't feed the wood in
straight, it will get caught against those up-running teeth. The saw may grab it, lift it up, and
throw it back.

Some people will tell you that the way to prevent kickback is to keep the saw as low as you
can and still have it cut through the wood. They are right, if those teeth are sharp so they'll cut
clean. And if the stock is fed straight. The amount of set a saw has will also have a bearing on
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how it cuts. Slide the material smoothly ahead along the guide and through the saw. Be sure to
keep it against the guide all the way through.

A good way to have an accident is to use the saw without a spreader, especially when cutting
green or twisted wood. The spreader is located right after the blade to keep the stock from
binding. The anti-kickback dog should be used, too, because the wood might bind against the
teeth before it reaches the spreader.

KEEP HANDS AWAY FROM BLADE

Always keep your hands a safe distance away from the saw blade, at least six inches and
preferably twelve inches. You can do this by using a push stick or push block. If the stock or
block is made to fit the lumber and has a good handle, you can do a better job with it at the
finish of the cut than you can using your hand only. And if something should go wrong, you
won't lose your hand.

DON'T CROWD THE SAW

Don't crowd the saw. A blade in good condition will take the wood easily. It will almost feed
itself. If it doesn't,

something is wrong.
PROTECTIVE EQUIPMENT

Whenever using a power saw, don't forget to protect your eyes by wearing your safety
goggles.
HOUSEKEEPING

Whatever kind of a saw you are using, gasoline powered or otherwise, good housekeeping is
important. Continually pick up sawdust and scrap that accumulates near the saw. And also
keep a fire extinguisher handy.

ITSUPTO YOU

Because there is no single satisfactory guard for table saws, the main responsibility for
avoiding accidents

is up to you.
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
