Her ne kadar artik herkes, vincin denge agirli§inin ¢carpma tehlikesinin farkindaymis gibi goriinse
de, bu tiir kazalar hala meydana gelmektedir. Asagidaki olaylar vinglerin yakininda g¢alisanlarin
karsilastig1 tehlikeleri ortaya koymaktadir.

Bir demirci, paletli bir vincin yakinindaki bir kolonda demirleri bagliyordu. Ving ayni
caligsma alaninda diger malzemeleri yerlestirmekle mesgiildii. Ving yiikiinii dondiiriirken
demirci geriye dogru adim att1. Vincin denge agirlig1 demirciye garpti.

Bir torba ¢imento tasiyan bir is¢i farkinda olmadan vincin arkasindan geciyordu. Ving
dondii ve is¢i denge agirligi ile yakindaki bir payandanin arasinda ezildi.

Bir formen, ving ile kereste y1gin1 arasinda vincin ¢aligmasini seyretmek iizere durdu. Ving
dondiigiinde, formen denge agirliginin doniis alanina ek alan saglamak i¢in geriledi.
Formenin ayagi takildi ve kereste yi1gini lizerine diistii.

Yukaridaki tiim kazalardaki ortak nokta vincin denge agirliginin doniis sahasinda alandan
cikartilmis olmast gereken ¢alisan ve malzeme veya ekipman bulunmasidir. Bu soruna birgok
¢Oziim bulunmaktadir:

1. Sorunu ortadan kaldirin -- Vinci, denge agirhigi ve yakindaki nesneler arasinda sikisma

yasanmayacak sekilde yerlestirin. Operatdr, sadece vincin doniis alan1 agik oldugunda vinci
kullanmalidur.

Tehlikeyi cevreleyin veya goriiniir hale getirin -- Denge agirliginin doniis ¢api
calisanlarin tehlike alanindan uzak durmasi i¢in barikatlanabilir. Uygun oldugunda, doniis
alanim igaretlemek i¢in ikaz seridi kullanilabilir. Denge agirliginin bir kisminin da dikkat
ceken bir renge boyanmasi daha da goriiniir hale gelmesini saglayacaktir.

Goz temasi -- Alandaki tiim g¢aligsanlara vincin denge agirliginin doniis alanindan uzak
durulmast gerektigi soylenmelidir. Eger malzeme veya ekipmanin doniis alanindan
cekilmesi gerekiyorsa, alana girecek olan ¢alisan ving operatorii ile goz temasi kurarak ve
kendisini gordiiglinden emin olduktan sonra alana girmelidir. Calisanin isi bittikten sonra
yine operatdr ile tekrar géz temas: kurmali ve vincin g¢alismasinin emniyetli oldugunu
belirtmelidir.

VINCIN DONUS ALANINDAN CALISANLARI VE MALZEMELERI UZAK TUTUNUZ!!
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Although it seems like everyone knows of the danger of being struck by a crane's counterweight,
this type of accident still persists in industry. The following incidents illustrate the hazards faced
by employees working near cranes.

e An ironworker was tying rebar for a column in the close proximity of a crawler crane. The
crane was busy positioning other material on the job site. The ironworker stepped
backwards just as the crane swung it's load. The ironworker was struck by the crane's
counterweight.

e A laborer who was carrying a bag of cement inadvertently walked behind a crane. The
crane swung and the worker was pinned between the counterweight and an adjacent pier.

« A laborer foreman stopped briefly between a lumber pile and crane to watch it's operation.
As the crane turned, the foreman stepped back to provide additional room for the swing of
the counterweight. The foreman tripped and fell over a pile of lumber.

A common element in all of the above incidents was the failure to keep the swing area of the
crane's counterweight clear of workers and materials or equipment that must be retrieved. Several
solutions to this problem are:

4. Eliminate the problem -- Locate the crane in a position where there will be no pinch points
created between the counterweights and nearby objects. The operator should only operate
the equipment when the crane's swing area is clear.

5. Guard or warn of the hazard -- The counterweight's swing area can be barricaded to keep
workers out of the hazard zone. When appropriate, warning tape can be used to identify the
swing area. Painting a portion of the counterweight a bright color helps to warn of the
hazard by making it more highly visible.

6. Eye to eye contact -- All workers in the area should be told to keep clear of the swing area.
If material or equipment must be retrieved from within the counterweight swing area, the
worker should make positive visual contact with the operator prior to entering the hazard
zone. Once the worker is done, the operator and worker should once again make positive
visual contact so that the operator knows it is now safe to continue full operation.
